Please bring one adult for every 5 children. Because Treehouse is open to the public during tour times, groups who do
not provide an enough chaperones to adequately supervise their students will not have free exploration time, and
their tour may be 20 minutes shorter.

Treehouse is wheelchair accessible.

Cost for schools with a reservation is $6 per student (teachers and chaperones are FREE). Treehouse Membership
Cards are NOT valid on School Tours since payment is in bulk and discounted. Treehouse accepts credit cards, school
checks, or district purchase orders.
